Requirements for the Diction 
Power Point Project

The following are the minimum requirements for the PPT requirement.  Feel free to be more elaborate or creative.  The BEST projects will make it on the wall.

* Your power point project should be a visually appealing presentation of diction.  

· Please use a design template or create your own design.

· Include a title slide with your name, Mr. Mooney, class title and the presentation title “Diction Power Point Project.”

· Include the definition of diction and all 22 other diction-related terms with their definitions on at least 22 PPT slides.

· Include examples from magazines, newspapers, copies of pages or passages from books, or words taken from other Internet sources in order to provide 1 example of each of the diction terms (i.e. you should have 20 total examples).

· Your example may be a word or phrase.

· Do not use the same example twice.  For example, “consumptive croaks”  (from Angela’s Ashes by Frank McCourt) is an example of both cacophony and multi-syllabic diction, but you cannot use it for both; choose one.  

* Include at least 3 full quotes from literature.  Remember: literature is imaginative or creative writing which has stood the test of time.

· Include at least 1 picture or piece of clipart per slide, which corresponds with the diction term or the diction example used.

· Your final slide should be a “Works Cited” slide and include (at a minimum) the 3 sources from literature in MLA format.

· Animation is not required and do not overuse animation if you select to use it.
