4. Note Fitzgerald’s use of figurative language in the opening chapter. Does he use it 

a.) frequently  b.) sparingly  c.) not at all  d.) once or twice?

5. Describe Tom’s view toward racial diversity.

6. Identify and summarize at least two instances in which the narrator displays humor, even subtly in the opening chapter.  Cite page numbers in your response. 

7. Identify two words in which to you are unfamiliar. List them and look up their meaning (in context).

8. Why didn’t Nick attend Tom and Daisy’s wedding?

9. What does Daisy think all women should be?

10. Why does she feel this way? 

11. What is ironic in Daisy’s statement, “I think the home influence will be very good for her” (in reference to Jordan hanging out at their house) (Fitzgerald 23)?

12. What is Daisy’s tone when she says, “I can’t seem to remember but I think we talked about the Nordic race. Yes, I’m sure we did. It sort of crept on us and first thing you know--”  (Fitzgerald 18).
