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Code of Conduct:  USTA rules as well as the code of conduct for tennis players will be strictly adhered to at both practices and at matches.  After reading this please sign and tear off the bottom portion and return this to Coach Mooney.

Practice and match schedule:  A copy of both teams’ match schedules is included in this packet.  Each teams’ practices will be on school days in which we do not play a match, with the exception of Friday when you are encouraged to take a private lesson with your personal tennis pro.  We will be participating in tennis 4 days a week at a minimum– either in a match or at practice.  Days and times of matches are on the schedule.  Almost 90 percent of our matches will be on Tuesdays and Thursdays and typically run from 3:00 to 5:30 or 6:00 for both teams.  Players will be notified of what time and where we will meet to travel to away matches.  Practice times will be discussed with Coach Mooney and the JV coach.  Please read in detail The Code of Conduct as this outlines the practice/team meetings, match times and dismissal times for matches as well as travel, behavior, etc.  

Team Uniforms:  This year we will be very fortunate to have matching Varsity and Junior Varsity uniforms and warm-ups.   These will be available for pick-up at Mission Tennis (24000 Alicia Parkway Suite #9, Mission Viejo, CA 92691 phone 949-768-2095).  The estimated cost of the uniforms is $___ plus tax and ____ plus tax for the warm-up.  This is a 20% discount.  At a minimum, each member of the Varsity and JV team should purchase a team shirt and short and 1 sweat warm-up – unless they wish to wear the warm-up from last year.

Parent Information:  If you were unable to attend the Sept. 4th parent meeting, please contact Coach Mooney (234-5310) or Coach Dileo (234-5310).  We look forward to answering all of your questions regarding this season.

Miscellaneous:  The Capistrano Unified School District pays for two coaches, and approximately five cases of balls for the season.  Especially with the state budget issues and a charge for transportation, this leaves the team rather short of actual budgetary needs, including payment for 1 Varsity Assistant Coach.  Therefore each player is responsible for purchasing their own team uniform and any other accessories they opt to purchase; the good news is that all players get to keep their uniforms.  Any girl who would like to wear her warm-up from last year is welcome and encouraged to do so.  We are strongly encouraging all families to join the Tesoro Girls’ Tennis Booster Club where all funds will go directly to the girls’ tennis program.  The cost to join is $350 for new members and $250 for returning players – and $250 for JV Team B players.  We need to pay all of our expenses and have money left over to save toward a resurfacing in the future.  This booster money will help go toward court power-washing, score cards, additional balls, the assistant coach, and other equipment needed, and will help pay for coach uniforms.  

If you have any questions on the player budget, please give one of us a call.  Your input and ideas are greatly appreciated!

Lettering Policy:  The policy for receiving a Varsity letter is as follows:

· Any player who participates in 10 or more Varsity matches and finishes the season with the team will automatically be awarded a Varsity letter.

· Any player who participates in 8 or more Varsity matches and wins at least two Varsity points will earn a Varsity letter as well.

· Any player who participates in 6 or more Varsity matches and wins at least four Varsity points will earn a Varsity letter as well.

Tesoro Tennis

Code of Conduct

We believe that the student-athletes in the tennis program at Tesoro High School should exemplify the highest ideals of sportsmanship and citizenship.  The student –athlete will be expected to be courteous, respectful, and responsible both on and off the court.  Although tennis is sometimes thought of as an individual sport, high school tennis is a team sport.  We have team goals.  We want to see everyone improve and help the team.  We are looking for team players -- players who will motivate their teammates through the words and actions.  This includes the “team picture” for your team: if you play on Varsity, we want you in the Varsity picture.  If you play on JV, we want you in the JV picture.  We are all Titans and we have 2 tennis teams of Titans.
 These students are now representing Tesoro Tennis.  Please review and sign the following statement: 

In addition to the rules that govern all students at Tesoro High School, I agree to the following Tennis Team Code of Conduct:

I. Academic Eligibility and Responsibility

Players must be eligible according to the minimum CIF rules and have a 2.0 grade point average.  Players on academic probation may be required to attend study hall or after-school tutoring to improve their grades.

II. Practice, Team Meetings & Dismissal Times for Matches

Players must attend mandatory workouts or meetings and are expected to be on time.  Failure to attend a practice, match or mandatory meeting, or to arrive ON TIME will result in disciplinary action.  If you are sick and are going home, please contact your respective coach; do not ask your mom or dad to do this – we want you to be responsible for this.  (Do not tell another player to tell us that you went home sick.  You need to call Coach Mooney or come by his classroom at the school if you are on the Varsity team or tell the JV coach, Coach Dileo, if you are on the JV team.)  Players must notify us as soon as possible regarding schedule/health conflicts with practice.  Do not wait until the last minute.  Every player is valued on the team and we want to know if you are ill/injured.

Practice times will vary; however during the season, most often, practices will be held on Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays, which includes the sixth period tennis class for team members only.  This works out well because 6th period tennis runs from 12:51 to 2:31 (Tues./Thurs.).  Also, we are done early enough on Mondays so you can usually still make another tennis lesson if you have one scheduled that afternoon/evening and/or have plenty of time to get your homework done and get to bed at a decent hour.  Please see the practice schedule on the website: www.mrmooney.com/tennis.html.

Parents/guardians will be responsible for picking up their player(s) each day after practice at Tesoro High School.   Please try to be prompt in picking up your son/daughter or making arrangements for their pick-up.
Players need to always come to practice ready and prepared to play – mentally and physically.   During some practices the team will be drilling and sometimes we will play challenge matches.  It is up to each player to be prepared for everything and anything.  Players should always come to practice properly dressed and with 2 working racquets.  Practice attire should be appropriate; we want to look sharp (no denim, plain white t-shirts, no undergarments showing, etc.).  Players are allowed to wear hats (white, navy, or Tesoro please) or sunglasses during practices and matches.

Repeated failure to attend practices, mandatory meetings, or to be at the courts/bus on time for matches or practices will result in further disciplinary action or dismissal from the team.  The dismissal remains the decision of the head coach, Mark Mooney.

III.  Travel

All Varsity will carpool.  JV athletes will take the bus to the tennis matches.   For the licensed driver(s) on the team, she may drive herself to and from practices (if that's okay w/her parents, of course), but she will not be allowed to drive other girls home to/from practice unless she has express permission from the other parent(s) due to liability concerns. 

We must leave from the school at 1:30 p.m. on match days.  This gives us all plenty of time to get to the courts, stretch and warm-up together.  All players are required to take the bus home after the matches.  We must act maturely and respectful of the bus driver and the bus while traveling to and from matches.  Any inappropriate behavior whatsoever on the bus or the carpool could result in your son/daughter being dismissed from the team.   You will receive NO warning.  This is your warning.  Please understand that everyone on the team represents the Titan way and Titan excellence.  We want to have a reputation of being courteous, energetic, well-mannered student-athletes.
Parents are encouraged to pick up their players at home matches themselves.  Licensed students (i.e. 16-year-olds) may, however, drive themselves home.

III.  Behavior

We expect every player to give her very best with maximum effort physically, mentally & emotionally.  Players will maintain composure during practice and matches.  Players will not argue with or demean officials, opposing coaches or other players.  Players will not curse or swear!  Players who curse at practice will do 15 push-ups.  If you curse or do anything inappropriate at a match, you will lose one point, then one game, then forfeit – in that progressive order – and you will do 15 push-ups at the next practice.  We want you to be OUTSTANDING citizens with OUTSTANDING sportsmanship.   Players will be honest.  Players who cheat or lie will be disciplined or may be dismissed of the team.  Players will enthusiastically follow directions given by the coaching staff.  Sullen or reluctant behavior is not tolerated.  If someone is verbally abusive to one of our players at a match, please report that to one of the coaches as soon as possible.  Let’s be encouraging to each other!  

IV. Match Day

Players should always be prepared to play in matches, whether they are scheduled to play or not.  This means that on match days all players need to have with them: 2 working racquets, a water jug/bottle and a towel.  Any player not in uniform (dressed properly) will not be allowed to play that day.  Players are not allowed to leave the tennis court site unless the coaching staff gives permission.  Those players not playing in the match are expected to watch and cheer (not jeer) their teammates on.  The coaching staff may also have you perform duties that are important to the team such as keeping statistics.

V.  Substance Abuse

Players will not use tobacco, drugs or alcohol of any kind at any time while a member of the team!  (Please notify your respective coach if you are on any prescribed medication.)  The school, district and CIF policies will apply and lead to dismissal from the program and LOSS of Varsity letter.  Be mindful that this includes any school activity and being under the influence of an illegal substance.  Remember, Capistrano Unified School District has a Zero Tolerance Policy!

VI. Consequences

Aside from the policy on behavior on the bus and the drug/tobacco/alcohol policy, here are the following progressive discipline actions set forth by the Tesoro coaching staff:

1. Private verbal warning and call/note home

2. Suspension from practice or practices
3. Suspension from a match or matches
4. Dismissal from the team

Any inappropriate behavior whatsoever could result in this progressive discipline plan, and if the behavior is deemed extremely inappropriate, the consequence could potentially skip directly to number 3 or 4 on this list of consequences.

Hopefully, we won’t have to deal with any of these issues this year.
