Research Paper Grading Criteria

· Student follows one of the approved topics or a pre-approved topic from the teacher

· Paper is 4-5 page total, following MLA format 

· Paper includes a minimum of 5 sources which are quoted parenthetically or with footnotes:

· No more 1 can be from the World Wide Web

· 2 must come from bona fide literary criticism

· the remaining 2 can come from reference books, interviews or additional literary criticism

· All sources MUST be identified. Remember, plagiarism is: Using someone else's ideas or phrasing and representing those ideas or phrasing as our own, either on purpose or through carelessness, is a serious offense known as plagiarism
· Outline is complete 20 points
· All notes are turned in with paper (part of the paper grade)

· Introduction includes a well-written thesis exploring a research question with a narrow focus

· Each body paragraph begins with a support thesis,

· Each body paragraph is well-developed with multiple sources and commentary

· Appropriate transitions are included between body paragraphs

· The novel is cited when appropriate, to show support for your point or to build upon a point made by literary criticism

· A works cited page (MLA formatted) includes all 5 sources 30 points
· Conclusion successfully ties together all elements of the support theses and restates the research question/thesis

· Paper: 100 points
· Total Points: 150
